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PREFACE

Planning for socio-economic development depends on the availability of basic
data and reliable information, which will help researchers, planners and decision-
makers in the formulation, follow-up, evaluation, and design of socio-economic
policies and plans.

For this, Central Statistical Office issues a great number of statistical studies
covering the State of Kuwait’s various economic sectors and activities engaged in
agricultural, industrial, construction and services, etc..

Since national accounts provide information which cover different economic
sectors and activities, it helps in registering the behavior of economic variables and
basic aggregates such as household and government final consumption expenditure,
capital formation, exports, imports, wages, profits, taxes, lending and borrowing, etc..

On the basis of data derived from various sources from both government and
private sector, Central Statistical Office compiled estimates of national account
aggregates at current market prices for the years 2012 — 2014. Among the main
economic aggregates at current prices included are the following: Gross domestic
product (GDP), National income, National disposable income, Private and
government final consumption expenditure, net capital formation, net savings, surplus
of the nation on current transactions, per capita gross domestic product, per capita
gross national product and per capita national income, etc..

The Central Statistical Office hopes that the information presented in the
Tables of this study will be useful to those interested in financial, economic and
socio-economic development of the State of Kuwait.

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ANALYTICAL NOTES OF THE MAJOR GROUP AND ACTIVITIES AS
SHOWN IN THIS BULLETIN

FIRST : MAIN AGGREGATES OF NATIONAL ACCOUNTS AND
ECONOMIC ACTIVITIES DURING THE PERIOD 2012— 2014

Gross Domestic Product (GDP):

Preliminary estimates on gross domestic product at current prices stood at 46564.1
Million K.D. in 2014 against 49392.2 Million K.D. in 2013, an decrease of -5.7%
in 2014, increase of 1.4 percent in 2013.

Contribution of oil sector in the total GDP stood at 28059.2 Million K.D. in 2014
against 31297.7 Million K.D. in 2013, recorded an decrease of 10.3 percent in
2014 due to decrease the amount of production and decrease in oil prices in the
international oil market. Non-oil sector including petroleum refining achieved
24982.5 Million K.D. in 2014 against 23821.1. Million K.D. in 2013, recorded an

increase of 4.9 percent during 2014 .

From this analysis, GDP estimates for non-oil activities in 2014 showed an

increase in 2014 compared to 2013.
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2. Per Capita Gross Domestic Product (GDP):

Per capita GDP in 2014 stood at 11379 K.D. against 12457 K.D. in 2013 recording
an decrease of 8.6 percent. Per capita GDP in 2013 amounted to 12457 K.D.
recording an decrease of 2.2 percent compared to 2012, which amounted to
12742 K.D.

3. Per Capita Gross National Product (INP):

Per capita INP decreased in 2014 to 12405 K.D. from 13405 K.D. in 2013. Per
capita INP in 2013 registered an decrease amounted to 7 K.D. compared to per
capita of 2012.

4. Per Capita National Disposable Income (NDI):

Per capita NDI decreased in 2014 by 10.3 percent. It is estimated to be 10914K.D.
compared to 12165 K.D. in 2013 due to the increase in net factor income, decrease

in net current transfers from abroad.

5. Government Final Consumption Expenditure (GFECE):

In 2014 , GFCE increased by 11.3 percent, it is estimated to be 8093.8 Million
K.D. in 2013 compared to 9011.3 Million K.D. in 2014.

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Private Final Consumption Expenditure (PFCE):

PFCE increased to be 13147.1 Million K.D. in 2014 compared to 12419.7 Million
K.D. in 2013 i.e. 5.9 percent.

Total Final Consumption Expenditure (Public and Private):

Total final consumption expenditure (public and private) registered an increase of
22158.4 Million K.D. i.e. 8.0 percent, this from 2013 to 2014.

Gross Capital Formation (GCF):

Analyzing GCF by type of expenditure and its components, it is seen that gross
capital formation including change in stocks increased in 2014, it is amounted to
7363.6 Million K.D. compared to 7088.5 Million K.D. in 2013.

Savings (NS):

Saving is estimated as the difference between national disposable income and total
final expenditure. In 2014 NS amounted to 19391.1 Million K.D. compared to
24721.2Million K.D. in 2013.

Exports of Goods and Services:

In 2014 value of exports of goods and services amounted to 31603.9 Million K.D.
against 34999.8 in 2013, recorded an decrease of 3395.9 Million K.D. in 2014,
this was due to the decrease of value of oil exports from 30790 Million K.D. in
2013 to 27753 Million K.D. in 2014 .



11. Imports of Goods and Services:

Value of imports of goods and services increased 14561.7 Million K.D. in 2014
from 13209.7 Million K.D. in 2013.

12. Surplus of the Nation on Current Account:

The balance of payments recorded a decrease in the net factor Income from a board
in 2014 by 5493.8. Million K.D for 2013. Surplus of the nation on current account
decreased from 20633.7 Million K.D. in 2013 to 15139.9 Million K.D. in 2014,

i.e. decrease of 26.6 percent.

B. Development of Gross Domestic Product by Kind of Economic Activity
During the Period 2012 — 2014:

1. Agriculture and Livestock:

A big increased in year 2014 which respect to gross value added generated from
agriculture and livestock. They are estimated to be 197.8 Million K.D., due to

increase in production and farm subsidies i.e. 19 percent .

2. Fishing:

Gross value added generated from fishing increased from 9.7 Million K.D. in
2013 to 10.6 Million K.D. in 2014 i.e. 8 percent.
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3. Exploration of Crude Oil and Natural Gas and service activities incidental
to oil and gas:

As a result of decrease in oil price in the international market in 2013,and then
decreased in 2013 due to lower oil production, oil GDP changed from 31383.6
Million K.D. in 2013 to 28148.3 Million K.D. in 2014. Oil sector is still the
main source of income in Kuwaiti economy and contributed 63.5 percent and

60.4 percent in the years 2013 and 2014 respectively.

4. Manufacturing:

GDP of manufacturing sector decreased from 2906.0 Million K.D. in 2012 to
2,904.2 Million K.D. in 2013 i.e. 21.8 percent and decreased by .1 percent in
2014. It is amounted to 2747.7 Million K.D. in 2014.

It shows that the petroleum products industry is still playing a vital role in
manufacturing and its share is around 47.7 percent of the value added originated
in 2014 compared to 42.2 percent of value added in 2013, this decrease is due

to lower production and prices in 2014 .

5. Electricity and Water:

Electricity and gas industry registered a value added during 2012, 2013 and
2014. It amounted to 541.8 Million K.D, 563.3 Million K.D. and 587.6 Million
K.D. respectively. Production and distribution of water industry recorded a
value added in 2014. It amounted to 367.2 Million K.D. against value added
amounted to 356.6 Million K.D. in 2013.
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6. Building and Construction:

Construction sector engaged in construction of residential and non-residential
buildings, either for the government or private business sector or household, it is
noticed that construction sector has achieved gross value added amounted to
969.4 Million K.D. in 2014 against 897.3 Million K.D. in 2013 . Its share in
GDP was 2 percent for year 2014 and 1.8 percent for year 2013.

7. Wholesale and Retail Trade:

In 2014 gross value added originated in wholesale and retail trade sector
recorded an increase of 74.4 Million K.D. i.e. recording a rate of 4.8 percent, it
amounted to 1618.3 Million K.D. in 2014 against 1543.9 Million K.D. in 2013
and 1449 Million K.D. in 2012.

8. Restaurants and Hotels :

Estimates of gross value added generated in hotels and restaurant activities
recorded an increase. It amounted to 366.5 Million K.D. in 2014 against 336.5
Million K.D. in 2013 .

9. Transport, Storage and Communication:

The GDP originating from transport, storage and communication recorded an
decrease of 3.8 percent in 2014, while transport and storage decreased by 1.4
percent. Also, communication activity recorded an decrease of 5.9 percent due
to the expansion of postal services, telephone and telecommunication

movements.

Financial and Insurance intermediation :

Gross value added originated in financial institutions and insurance generally
increased during the year 2014. These services amounted to 3458 Million K.D.
compared to 3190.6 Million K.D. in 2013.

Financial institutions recorded a value added amounted 3379.3 Million K.D. in
2014 against 3109.5 Million K.D. in 2013 , imputed bank service charges which
amounted 1976.4 Million K.D. in 2014 compared to 1956.6 Million K.D. in
2013.

Insurance activity decreased from 81.1 Million K.D. in 2013 to 78.7 Million.
K.D. in 2014 .

Real Estate , Renting and Business Services:

Real estate recorded a growth rate of 5.0 percent in 2014 compared to
increasing rate of 4.2 percent in 2013. Gross value added originated in business

services sector recorded an increase of 5.4 percent in 2014.

Community, Social and Personal Services:

Community, social and personal services included the collective services offered
by the government in addition to other social and personal services.

In 2014, the activities of this sector achieved a variant increase in the growth rate
of value added. The most increases are recorded in the social work services It
amounted to 14.4 percent. The next activity is the public administration and
defense services as well sanitary services It amounted to 11.6, 8.2 percent then
the Health services recorded 8.1 , then educational services , recorded 7.4
percent, recreational and cultural services 6.3 percent.

It is worthy to mention that this publication includes some analytical tables
related to the percentage distribution of gross domestic product and annual rates
of growth of GDP by kind of economic activity at current prices, aiming to cover
the needs of those interested in socio-economic development of the State of

Kuwait.
